· (1) Composition Book
Math:
· 3 ring binder   (1.5 inch is recommended) Students will need some LINED PAPER in binder
· (3) single subject notebooks (70 pg.) with 3-hole punch but not perforated
Science:   
· (1) Mead Five Star Advance 8.5 x 11 inch 5 subject spiral notebook preferably with a vinyl cover but not mandatory. You MUST be able to fit this paper on a page neatly without trimming.
· (1) durable -2-pocket folder
· (1) small either ½ inch or 1 inch 3-ring binder
