Approval of the June 5, 2018 City Commission Meeting Minutes.

Mayor Juenemann read the consent agenda items.  Commissioner Honza made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Pruitt, to approve the consent agenda as read.  A vote was cast, 6 in favor, 0 against.  Motion passed.
PUBLIC HEARING

Conduct a public hearing and discuss and consider approval of an Ordinance granting a Special Use Permit for a Bed & Breakfast in the existing single-family home located at 310 W. Denton St.
Mayor Juenemann opened a public hearing.  Erica Todd, 310 W. Denton, representing the applicant spoke in favor.  Applicant Amelia Valdez, 555 Whitfill spoke in favor. Mayor Juenemann closed the public hearing and reminded the Commission that the item required a ¾ vote.  Commissioner Honza made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Pruitt, to approve the Ordinance granting a Special Use Permit for a Bed & Breakfast in the existing single-family home located at 310 W. Denton.  A vote was cast, 6 in favor, 0 against.  Motion passed.

Conduct a public hearing and discuss and consider approval of a Resolution authorizing the Ennis Economic Development Corporation to expend funds provided by the EEDC FY18 budget to acquire property located at 305 N. Sherman for the amount of $150,000 plus closing costs and authorizing the EDC President to execute any and all documents necessary to complete the action.

Mayor Juenemann opened a public hearing.  No one spoke, Mayor Juenemann closed the public hearing.  Mayor Pro Tem Walker made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Hernandez, to approve a resolution authorizing the EEDC to acquire property located at 305 N. Sherman for the amount of $150,000 plus closing costs and authorizing the EDC President to execute any and all documents necessary to complete the action.  A vote was cast, 6 in favor, 0 against.  Motion passed.

Kim Britton, Chief Communications Officer with Star Transit presented information to the Commission regarding services offered; all vehicles ADA compliant; no dedicated sales tax; demand response, book a ride; discounts for seniors and veterans; client advocate; contract services; commuter route; and fixed routes.

Discuss and consider a Resolution appointing Joyce Lindauer as part time Associate Municipal Court Judge for the City of Ennis Municipal Court for a one-year period.

Mayor Juenemann read the item.  Mayor Pro Tem Walker made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Hernandez, to appoint Joyce Lindauer as part time Associate Municipal Court Judge for the City of Ennis Municipal Court for a one-year period.  A vote was cast, 5 in favor, 0 against.  Motion passed.  

6.
Discuss and consider approval of an Ordinance authorizing the issuance of City of Ennis, Texas Combination Tax and Revenue Certificates of Obligation, Series 2018A, in the principal amount of $4,500,000 and awarding sale of such Certificates of Obligation to the Texas Water Development Board.

Mayor Juenemann read the item.  Mark McLiney with SAMCO addressed the Commission regarding the issuance of Certificates of Obligation Texas Water Development Board was the best and cheapest funding for the water and wastewater projects; $4,326,000 in construction costs; 1.45% top out interest; and funds being placed into escrow account.  A vote was cast, 5 in favor, 0 against.  Motion passed.

Discuss and consider a Resolution setting a date, time, and place for public hearings on the proposed annexation of certain property located at 4070 Beach Road by the City of Ennis, Texas; authorizing and directing the City Secretary to have published notice of such public hearings; and directing the preparation of a service plan.

Mayor Juenemann read the item.  Mayor Pro Tem Walker made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Hernandez, to accept a petition for annexation, approve a resolution setting date, time, and place for public hearings for the property located at 4070 Beach Road, direct the City Secretary to have published notice of such public hearings, and prepare a service plan.   A vote was cast, 5 in favor, 0 against.  Motion passed.

Discuss and consider a Resolution authorizing the City Manager to expend $475,000 to purchase items necessary for Project Downtown Infrastructure “Dallas Street”.

Mayor Juenemann read the item.  Commissioner Watson made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Honza, to authorize the city manager to expend $475,000 to purchase items necessary for Project Downtown Infrastructure “Dallas Street”.  A vote was cast, 5 in favor, 0 against.  Motion passed.

Discuss and consider a Resolution authorizing the City Manager to negotiate a contract for a General Contractor for the construction of the new Welcome Center.

Mayor Juenemann read the item.  Commissioner Honza made a motion, seconded by Commission Watson, to authorize the city manager to negotiate a contract for a General Contractor with DRD Construction for a flat fee of 7 1/2 % for the construction of the new Welcome Center.  A vote was cast, 5 in favor, 0 against.  Motion passed.

Discuss and consider a Resolution authorizing the City Manager to negotiate a contract for an Owners Representative for the construction of the new Welcome Center.

Discuss and consider a Resolution approving the purchase of Fitness Court Equipment for the National Fitness Campaign in an amount not to exceed $90,000.

Mayor Juenemann read the item.  Mayor Pro Tem Walker made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Watson, to approve a resolution approving a design contract with RBDR, PLLC in the sum of $748,000, subject to final approval by the City Attorney.  A vote was cast, 4 in favor, 0 against.  Motion passed.

Discuss and consider approving the purchase of firefighting tools and equipment from Metro Fire Apparatus Specialists Inc. of Houston, TX (by quote), under an existing cooperative purchasing agreement with BuyBoard in an amount not to exceed $85,239.00.

Mayor Juenemann read the item.  Commissioner Honza made a motion, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Walker, to approve the purchase of firefighting tools and equipment from Metro Fire Apparatus Specialists in an amount not to exceed $85,239.  A vote was cast, 4 in favor, 0 against.  Motion passed.
