A. Financial Report – Dr. Tracy addressed the board concerning the budget deficit. He laid out possible expense reductions of $338,532. 
Motion on the recommendation the Derby Board of Education approve this October 31, 2008 financial statement, review of expenditures, transfers and transfer request, by Kim Kreiger with a second by Jim Stadt, all in favor, motion carries.
Dr. Tracy informed the Board at the end of the last fiscal year there were dollars available designated for the pre-purchase of computer equipment for $117,000.00. That order was placed immediately and was anticipated to be delivered prior to the beginning of the school year. Those machines have not yet arrived. The division has since filed for bankruptcy. Dr. Tracy would like to cancel the order, which would result in the return of those funds to the City. He would like to ask the City for fiscal 09 money to purchase some but not all of this equipment.  

Motion to authorize Dr. Tracy to engage in conversations with Carolyn Duhaime, Keith McLiverty and Henry Domurad regarding pre-purchasing of computers from 07-08 budget carried over to this year, by Ken Marcucio, second by Jim Stadt, all in favor, Brad Tobin opposed, motion carries.

C. Field Trip Authorization – Motion to approve the field trip for Grades 9-12, DHS to Metropolitan Museum of Art, NY NY on Jan 15, 2009 by Kim Kreiger, second by Jodi Chevarella, all in favor, motion carries.

F. Approval of Child Rearing Leave Requests – there are two requests currently; one at Bradley and one at Irving. Motion by Jodi Chevarella to approve with a second by Ken Marcucio, all in favor, motion carries.
Superintendent’s Report  - Dr. Tracy presented his report which included his long range planning, the search for the Director of Special Education, enrollment, Veteran’s Day observance, student awards program, traffic concern at Irving School, strategic school profiles and guidelines for the suspension of students.

Bradley School – Linda Coppola addressed the board with her report which includes student achievement, student news, staff news, discipline plan and coming events.
Middle School –Sally Bonina presented her report to the board. There were 24 students who made first honors and 51 who mad second honors. She also addressed prior events held.

Irving School – Mr. Gallo was not present. His report is included in the board packet. Dr. Tracy highlighted some topics such as there were 60 students serviced at the mobile dental clinic.
High School – Mr. Thompson addressed the board with his report. There will be a junior dance at Villa Bianca. Also every Friday students are making the announcements which have gotten the attention of students who normally were not paying attention. There will be a pep rally on November 26th.
New Business -  No new business
Previous Business Jim Stadt asked what the status is with the supplemental insurance. Nancy stated she got feedback from the broker with 8 proposals. Things are in motion.
