I. CALL TO ORDER

II. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Ms. Harris motioned that the Board of Education accept the resignation of Debra Hansen, DMS Dean of Students, with regret and best wishes. Ms. Robinson seconded and the motion carried. 
Ms. Harris motioned that the Board of Education accept the resignation of Kristie McGarry, DHS Library Media Specialist, with regret and best wishes. Ms. Robinson seconded and the motion carried. 
Ms. Harris motioned that the Board of Education accept the resignation of Maria Bowers, Paraprofessional at Irving School, with regret and best wishes. Mr. Stadt seconded and the motion carried. 
Ms. Harris motioned that the Board of Education accept the resignation of Corri Davies, Math Teacher at Derby High School, with regret and best wishes.  Mr. Kurtyka seconded and the motion carried. 
Ms. Harris motioned that the Board of Education accept the resignation of Shalonda Willocks, Paraprofessional at Bradley School, with regret and best wishes. Mr. Stadt seconded and the motion carried. 
Ms. Harris motioned that the Board of Education approve the maternity/childrearing leave for Suzanne Sisson, Math Teacher at Derby Middle School, as recommended by the Superintendent of Schools. Mr. Stadt seconded and the motion carried. 
Ms. Harris motioned that the Board of Education approve the maternity/childrearing leave for Cristina Kingsbury, English Teacher at Derby High School, as recommended by the Superintendent of Schools. Ms. Robinson seconded and the motion carried. 
VI. PARAPROFESSIONAL GRIEVANCE
Dr. Conway called upon Colleen, the union representative, to present the grievance. She reviewed the details of the grievance with the Board and is questioning the discipline, a four day unpaid suspension. She stated that the incident wasn’t egregious and progressive discipline should have been offered. The Superintendent denied the grievance and believed that the discipline was warranted. The Board will continue discussion in executive session. 
VII. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
Mr. Marcucio stated that ACES is going to the central office tomorrow at 10:00 AM to demonstrate their system/program. If they move forward the system would replace Google Drive. Mr. Marcucio will be away for a few weeks; therefore, Mr. Mancini will be acting chairman during that time.  He asked if anyone could attend the ACES meeting on the 11th at 12:00 in his absence. Mr. Drezek stated that he was available. 
VIII. SUPERINTEDENT’S REPORT

Dr. Conway stated that the high school redesign grant was received. The Derby Middle School /High School was awarded the fitness center grant, one of only two districts to receive this grant in Connecticut. On September 2nd the equipment will be delivered and installed. On September 18th a walk through will be held with the students. On October 15th from 9:00 – 10:00 AM a ribbon cutting ceremony will be held which numerous dignitaries will be attending. The roof projects are continuing and all three buildings will be ready to open as scheduled. Preschool renovations are ongoing. They expect to announce the opening of the preschool soon.  Dr. Conway introduced Mr. Izzo as the new business manager.
Mr. Gildea excused himself at 8:09 PM.
