Chancellor Street
The applicants were seeking a Certificate of Appropriateness for the construction of a one-story kitchen addition on the rear/east elevation of the existing home, noting that the horizontal trim board on the bay next to and left of the kitchen windows would be eliminated and a vertical trim piece would be added to line up with the wing above.

  Residents Robert & Edith Celeste, 125 N. Lincoln Avenue
The applicants were seeking a Certificate of Appropriateness for the demolition of a carport on the barn and construction of a new two-car garage.  This request is an extension of Certificate of Appropriateness 2011-027, which was issued for the project, but expired before work was completed. Mr. Celeste said that there have been no changes from what was originally proposed and approved.

SEPTA Lot Project Update - John Burke

Mr. Burke reported that SEPTA is drafting a temporary agreement to address clean-up of the SEPTA lot, while working on an updated lease for the property which would permit adding a path and footbridge.

Streets, Lights & Properties – Perry Warren
Mr. Warren reported that the Borough received three bids for the Liberty Street paving project and that the Bray Brothers bid was significantly lower than the other two bids.
· A motion was duly made by Councillor Warren, seconded by Councillor Auerweck, and carried unanimously, to award the bid for the Liberty Street paving project to Bray Brothers, Inc., in the amount of $29,470.00, which includes the alternate bid for $1,485 for the Edgeboro Drive repair.
Solicitor’s Report – William Bolla
Mr. Bolla asked that the Peddling and Solicitation Ordinance be discussed at the next July Council Meeting.  Mr. Warren provided him with suggested changes and he will make those changes and send Council a new draft.
